Going beyond labels of ―Generation X and Y‖, ReGeneration takes an uncompromising look at the 

issues facing today‘s youth, and the influences that perpetuate our culture‘s increasingly apathetic 

approach to social and political causes. Focused on how today‘s education, parenting, and media can 

shape us, the film follows a collective of musicians working outside the corporate system, a twenty-

something family about to welcome the birth of their second child, and a group of suburban high-

school students looking for their place in society.  

Their stories are interspersed with observations from some of the country‘s leading scholars, social 

activists, and media personalities. The message is clear: our society is at a crossroads - economically, 

environmentally, and intellectually – and we must change ourselves and the world for the better. This 

is an absolute ‗must-see‘ for anyone growing up in the 21st Century.

HOT COFFEE 

Wednesday, Sept. 28 @ 10:00am – Metro Cinema at the Garneau. 88 minutes | USA 

Hot Coffee reveals what really happened to Stella Liebeck, the Albuquerque woman who spilled 

coffee on herself and sued McDonald‘s, while exploring how and why the case garnered so much 

media attention, who funded the effort, and to what end. But this famous case is just the tip of the 

iceberg, as Hot Coffee chronicles a number of shocking cases (including the story of Haliburton 

employee Jamie Leigh Jones), delving into the enormous ramifications of ‗tort reform‘ and media 

manipulation.  

With so much legal coverage on TV these days, it can be a challenge for the younger generation to 

separate the ‗fact‘ from the ‗fiction‘. This mesmerizing film is HIGHLY recommended, and will open 

up great debate for you to take back to the classroom and discuss with your students.

BETTER THIS WORLD 

Wednesday, Sept. 28 @ 12:15pm – Metro Cinema at the Garneau. 97 minutes | USA 

Western Canada Premiere! Two boyhood friends from Midland, Texas – David McKay and Bradley 

Crowder – fall under the sway of a charismatic revolutionary ten years their senior. At the volatile 

2008 Republican Convention, the "Texas Two" cross a line that radically changes their lives. The 

result: eight homemade bombs, multiple domestic terrorism charges and a high stakes entrapment 

defense hinging on the actions of a controversial FBI informant.  

A nerve-racking story of idealism, loyalty, crime and betrayal, Better This World goes to the heart of 

the War on Terror and its impact on civil liberties and political dissent in post-9/11 America. This is a 

must-see documentary that chillingly demonstrates how quickly our civil rights can be violated, and 

is a perfect companion piece to Hot Coffee, screening earlier in the day.

THE GREEN WAVE 

Thursday, Sept. 29 @ 10:00am – Metro Cinema at the Garneau. 80 minutes | Germany/Iran 

In 2009, a new generation of Iranians looked to the upcoming presidential elections as an opportunity 

for real change, and the so-called ‗Green Wave‘ intended to challenge the status quo, changing the 

political makeup of Iran forever. While the polls predicted challenger Mir Hossein Mousavi to be the 

country‘s next president, Mahmoud Ahmadinejad was eventually declared the winner - prompting an 

unprecedented backlash of violence and oppression that continues today. 

Filmmaker Ali Samadi Ahadi utilizes animation, cell-phone camera footage, testimonials, and the 

posts of courageous bloggers who risked their lives to tell the world about this injustice, creating an 

unflinching portrait of modern political protest and government-approved violence. Most of all, it‘s a 

call to arms for peace, and the hope that continued resistance to the status quo may ultimately give 

way to  a ‗new‘ Iran.

Western Canada Premiere Born to a white mother and a black father, Anthony McLean and his 

brother were the only two people of color for miles around. Today, Anthony is confident, charming, 

and successful. But he‘s finally ready to take a hard look at his own authenticity. So Anthony takes six 

students on a 5-month journey to discover what it really means to be black. This rite to passage is set 

in Brampton, Ontario – one of Canada‘s fastest growing, ethnically dominated suburbs - and at its 

heart is Fletcher‘s Meadow high school, with its seventy percent black student body. This is ‗must-

see‘ viewing for ANY student, no matter their race, creed, or colour.
